This project would involve burning approximately 47 acres within a hayfield near the Y-12 site. Fuels to be consumed at each plot consist primarily of
short (<3 feet) and tall native and non-native grass species, consisting of fescue, broom sedge and other grasses, and brush consisting of biackberry,
autumn olive, yellow pine, eastern red cedar, and young regeneration of other “pioneering” species, eic. Fuels of any future burns would be dominated
by the native grasses established in place of the non-native/invasive species.
